* Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching in
their synagogues, preaching the good news of the kingdom
and healing every disease and sickness. ** When he saw the
crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were
harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. * Then
he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful but the
workers are few. *¢ Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to
send out workers into his harvest field.” Matthew 9:35-38

The Gospel will be preached to all peoples before the end.
And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the whole
world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will
come. Matthew 24:14

Our assignment is to make disciples of all peoples.
' Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven
and on earth has been given to me. '’ Therefore go and make
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, *° and teaching
them to obey everything | have commanded you. And surely |
am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

% Jesus left that place and went to the vicinity of Tyre. He
entered a house and did not want anyone to know it; yet he
could not keep his presence secret. © In fact, as soon as she
heard about him, a woman whose little daughter was



possessed by an evil spirit came and fell at his feet. ?° The
woman was a Greek, born in Syrian Phoenicia. She begged
Jesus to drive the demon out of her daughter. ¥ “First let the
children eat all they want,” he told her, “for it is not right to
take the children’s bread and toss it to their dogs.” ?® “Yes,
Lord,” she replied, “but even the dogs under the table eat the
children’s crumbs.” ?* Then he told her, “For such a reply, you
may go; the demon has left your daughter.” *° She went home
and found her child lying on the bed, and the demon gone.
Mark 7:24-30

Jesus commands us to preach the Gospel to all creation.
He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the good
news to all creation. Mark 16:15

The Scriptures predicted that repentance and forgiveness
would be preached to all nations.

*> Then he opened their minds so they could understand the
Scriptures. *° He told them, “This is what is written: The Christ
will suffer and rise from the dead on the third day, " and
repentance and forgiveness of sins will be preached in his
name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. *® You are
witnesses of these things.” Luke 24:45-48

God’s love for the world prompted Him to give his Son to
provide salvation to all who believe in Him.
'®“For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only
Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have
eternal life. '” For God did not send his Son into the world to
condemn the world, but to save the world through him.
"*Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but whoever
does not believe stands condemned already because he has
not believed in the name of God’s one and only Son.

Jesus desires us to be His witnesses in the power of the
Holy spirit to the ends of the earth.

he determined the times set for them and the exact places
where they should live. ¥ God did this so that men would seek
him and perhaps reach out for him and find him, though he
is not far from each one of us. * ‘For in him we live and move
and have our being.’ As some of your own poets have said,
‘We are his offspring.’

#“Therefore since we are God'’s offspring, we should not
think that the divine being is like gold or silver or stone—an
image made by man’s design and skill. *° In the past God
overlooked such ignorance, but now he commands all people
everywhere to repent. >’ For he has set a day when he will
judge the world with justice by the man he has appointed. He
has given proof of this to all men by raising him from the
dead.” Acts 17:24-31

From the Epistles and Revelation

God wants us to plan outreach into now areas where
people have not heard about Christ.
'"Therefore | glory in Christ Jesus in my service to God. "8I will
not venture to speak of anything except what Christ has
accomplished through me in leading the Gentiles to obey God
by what | have said and done— '° by the power of signs and
miracles, through the power of the Spirit. So from Jerusalem
all the way around to lllyricum, | have fully proclaimed the
gospel of Christ. ° It has always been my ambition to preach
the gospel where Christ was not known, so that | would not be
building on someone else’s foundation. *' Rather, as it is
written: “Those who were not told about him will see, and
those who have not heard will understand.” [Isaiah 52:15]
Romans 15:17-21

Jesus lowered Himself so that all people might exalt Him.
*Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus:

¢ Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality
with God something to be grasped, ’ but made himself
nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in
human likeness. ® And being found in appearance as a man,
he humbled himself and became obedient to death— even
death on a cross! ° Therefore God exalted him to the highest
place and gave him the name that is above every name,
