OTT Translation Questionnaire

· Does the calendar of the desired language match up with the timeline?

· Is there meaning attached to any of the colors used on the OTT?

· What are the copying and printing capacities for reproducing the OTT in your situation?

· Are your students able to think abstractly so as to recognize the associations between the colors on the OTT and what they represent?

If the answers to these questions reveal a favorable climate for the use of the OTT in your language, we need two things: the vocabulary of the timeline translated and a font of the language being used. We have many fonts so you may not need to provide one. If we need to purchase one then we would ask that you cover the cost of this. Please check with us first.

1. The vocabulary is listed below. You need to type the translation to the right of each of the words. Just tab once and type in the translation in the font which will be used. It is important that any diacritical marks are included with the translation.
